They addressed the commission with very 
positive news for plans to resume the construction of the CCA prison facility that should 
begin in the very near future.  Meetings have already begun to go over and approve 
contracts.  This will be a 2,500 bed facility and should employ three hundred to four 
hundred people.  They are hoping the facility will be ready by the year 2015.
